BERTHA ROAD RE-OPENED 

Thursday, October 9, 2014 – Taos, NM 

The Town of Taos is proud to announce that Bertha Road was re-opened on Friday, 
October 3, 2014. A ribbon cutting ceremony for the newly renovated roadway was held 
on Monday, October 6, 2014, at 9:00 AM. The project engineering and design was 
conducted by Wayland Oliver of Engineers, Inc., and was constructed by Northern 
Mountain Constructors, Inc. The project was completed thirty-one days ahead of 
schedule and $7,000 under budget at a total cost of $605,000.
